CARTOON PHYSICS

As indicated in the Durant citation on page 273 of the notes, there is a fundamental
contrast between the a priori rules of arithmetic and the largely a posteriori laws of the
other sciences, for it is often possible to imagine worlds with alternatives to laws of
physics, chemistry, or biology. Modern science fiction and popular culture are filled with
such examples (for example, the “Wile E. Coyote and Road Runner” cartoons).
